Dear Honorable Congress Members,

The DC Circuit Court of Appeals recently ruled that the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) violated the Administrative Procedures Act, acted arbitrarily and capriciously and did not base its decision on evidence when it decided not to review its radio-frequency exposure standards in light of the innumerable developments in microwave-emitting devices, towers and other transmitters since 1996. 

The Court said that the FCC ignored the copious evidence1 submitted to them showing harm at levels below their current limits:  “Under this highly deferential standard of review, we find the Commission’s order arbitrary and capricious in its failure to respond to record evidence that exposure to RF radiation at levels below the Commission’s current limits may cause negative health effects unrelated to cancer.... That failure undermines the Commission’s conclusions regarding the adequacy of its testing procedures, particularly as they relate to children, and its conclusions regarding the implications of long-term exposure to RF radiation, exposure to RF pulsation or modulation, and the implications of technological developments that have occurred since 1996, all of which depend on the premise that exposure to RF radiation at levels below its current limits causes no negative health effects.  Accordingly, 

we find those conclusions arbitrary and capricious as well. Finally, we find the Commission’s order arbitrary and capricious in its complete failure to respond to comments concerning environmental harm caused by RF radiation” 

The Court stated that the FCC failed to show that its testing procedure for cell phones is 
adequate and that “Petitioners point to multiple studies and reports, which were published after 1996 and are in the administrative record, purporting to show that RF radiation at levels below the Commission’s current limits causes negative health effects unrelated to cancer, such as reproductive problems and neurological problems that span from effects on memory to motor abilities. ...Petitioners also point to approximately 200 comments submitted by individuals who advised the Commission that either they or their family members suffer from radiation sickness, 'a constellation of mainly neurological symptoms that manifest as a result of RF[] exposure.'” 

The Court's decision removes the invisible cloak of silence that has surrounded the issue of sickness from microwave radiation4 to which so many have been trying to bring attention for decades. The numbers of people chronically ill and disabled by the ubiquitous radiation has exploded in the last two decades6 and victims include children.

The House Infrastructure Committee forwarded the Energy and Commerce Committee a letter about housing for Americans who have been injured and cannot participate in society or life because of radiation's ubiquity, cannot find relief from it and have lost everything. There is no place to live for those with radiation sickness, and Congress must rectify this disastrous 
situation. Further, the entire public must be protected from radiation. We have not examined how all the radiation from the billions of devices, towers, and other transmitters is contributing to our most egregious problems like global warming, weather events, viruses and other diseases that have risen dramatically since 1996 and the “wireless revolution.”

 We live in nearly a quintillion (1,000,000,000,000,000,000) times more radiation than 

occurs naturally and life is made of energy charges so the foreign frequencies disturb biology resulting in illness: pain and sleepless, infertility, depression, suicide, stress, cancer, autism, Alzheimers, dementia, behavioral problems, and suicide, diseases whose symptoms are borne out by the science on microwave exposure, have exploded since 1996. Hard-wired 

is biologically safer, faster, more secure and “greener” in terms of energy use.  Fifth generation wireless (5G), internet of things (IoT), photogrammetry, and radar for autonomous vehicles (AVs) are included in “developments since 1996” that the Court said the FCC did not take into consideration when it decided not to review its safety guidelines. 


Members of Congress wrote the FCC in 2019 to express concern about the harmful biological effects of 5G radiation. Senator Merkley introduced the Telecommunications Safety Act
of 2019, Senator Blumenthal remarked in a 2019 Hearing that “we are flying blind here, so far as health and safety is concerned” regarding 5G, and President Biden told an audience in Iowa in December 2019 in response to a citizen's comment about the devastating effects of 5G radiation, including people being forced to leave their homes:  “There's a lot of debate in the scientific community whether or not 5G does what you're saying – it should be studied thoroughly. We should have scientific evidence that in fact it is or is not doing what it's asserted to do, number one. Number two, we also have to take a look at what's happening with the entire industry in terms of our privacy.”
 The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) was also named in the Court of Appeal's ruling because the FCC relied on their statements of “no harm:”  “We do not agree that these statements provide a reasoned explanation for the Commission’s decision to terminate its notice of inquiry. Rather, we find them to be of the conclusory variety that we have previously rejected as insufficient to sustain an agency’s refusal to initiate a rulemaking. The statements from the FDA...represent a failure by the FDA to address the implication of Petitioners’ studies: The factual premise—the non-existence of non-thermal biological effects—underlying the current RF guidelines may no longer be accurate. “ [Emphasis added].

The FDA and FCC have been making false medical claims and giving false assurances 

of safety to the public and Congress about microwave devices and infrastructure, causing untold harm. They do not even have a process in place to test next generation 5G radiation when in fact it is exponentially higher in frequency, more dense, and has millions more transmitters than current generation radiation already shown to be harmful. We cannot rely on the goodwill of captured agencies; the Government must reconcile the injustice of harm caused to the needlessly injured by these agencies' negligence and false assurances and protect public health.
The World Health Organization (WHO) Director became ill from cell phone radiation in 2002 and this was reason enough for the world to have stopped the proliferation of unbridled radiation and recognize radiation sickness. She said the radiation from cell phones is unsafe, can make you sick, and children should not use mobile phones.  An advocate for people with radiation sickness stated on a national call recently, “I am trying to help so many EMS-disabled people find housing right now.”  We are submitting the attached proposal that will help rectify the reprehensible situation of disability and destitution from microwave radiation and help supply equality for those who have been devastated, their lives turned upside-down. Designating microwave-free places and providing housing for those disabled by radiation is imperative. The FCC was established "to promote the safety of life and property" (47 USC 151). They failed so we appeal to you for redress.
